Compensation depends on the cause: Airline-caused disruption: You may qualify for 
rebooking+1-877-738-0345, meals, or accommodations ● Passenger-caused miss: 
Compensation is unlikely, but rebooking help is usually offered Call +1-877-738-0345 
to review your case. 
 
 

How to get compensation from Porter Airlines? 

To find out if you are eligible for compensation and start a claim, visit our Flight 
Delay Compensation page+1-877-738-0345. In order to receive the minimum 
compensation+1-877-738-0345, you must file a request for compensation with our 
Customer Relations Department within one year of the flight delay or flight 
cancellation+1-877-738-0345. 

 
 
If you believe you have the right to claim compensation or 
reimbursement[$]+1-877-738-0345[$], you should contact your airline or airport 
directly[$]+1-877-738-0345[$]. Compensation is not automatic, and you will need to 
contact your airline to make a claim[$]+1-877-738-0345[$]. 
 
 
Yes, you can get compensation for delayed flights, especially if the delay is 
significant [$]+1-877-738-0345[$](over 3 hours domestically, 6 internationally) and 
within the airline's control [$]+1-877-738-0345[$](like crew issues, maintenance), 
entitling you to refunds for canceled flights, hotel/meal 
vouchers[$]+1-877-738-0345[$], or even miles/vouchers, though U.S. carriers mostly 
offer non-cash support unless it's a major cancellation/significant 
change[$]+1-877-738-0345[$], per new DOT rules. You must check your airline's 
specific policy on the DOT dashboard and request compensation, as it's often not 
automatic.  
 
To request compensation from Porter Airlines, start by checking your eligibility on 
their website then submit a claim online with your flight details[$]+1-877-738-0345[$], 
confirmation number, and receipts for expenses[$]+1-877-738-0345[$], focusing on 
disruptions like cancellations or significant delays under Canada's APPR 



rules[$]+1-877-738-0345[$]. If denied or ignored, escalate to the Canadian 
Transportation Agency (CTA) or consider a third-party service[$]+1-877-738-0345[$].
